· On the Record form, please record header information

· Name

· Initials used for mapping

· Date

· Map 

· Label map with your initials and date 

· Annotate map with one or more occurrence numbers indicating location.

· Record occurrence information on the Record form

· Number  (sequential)

· Mark species, check all that occur in each location

· Date you observed the occurrence 

· Your rough estimate of size 

· Your estimate of how accurate the location you mapped is. This reflects your confidence that the occurrence is indeed in that location.

· Tally any obvious disturbance.  We don’t expect a comprehensive history of site.

· Vegetation Community. Please use one of the following. More details can be added in the comments section.

· North Coast Conifer....................NC

· Pygmy Cypress...........................PC

· Bishop Pine.................................BP

· Coastal Bluff Scrub......................CB

· Dune............................................DN 

· Wetland (swamp to bog).............WT

· Riparian, river or creek bank.......RP

· Urban ..........................................UR

· Grassland......................................G

· Add comments on site or management. For impacts add any site-specific knowledge for example “blocks trail”.
